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1. Purpose of Report

To report on the outcomes from the judging panels in South Essex for the fourth round of the Community Initiatives Fund.

2. Background

The fourth round of the CIF was launched in November 2007 with closing dates for applications in June and July 2008 and the judging panels held in November and December 2008.  In this round, £1 million was available for grants across the County or £83,000 for each district.  Any funding unallocated in earlier rounds was added, ring-fenced, to each district’s amount for allocation.

The Youth CIF was launched in June 2008 as a £2 million fund specially aimed at young people in their communities to help get projects off the ground that they identified as being important to them.  This made £155,000 available in each district.  The final closing date for applications was 16 January 2009 and judging panels were held in April 2009.

At the end of the financial year 2008/09, £2.25 million had been allocated to local community projects in South Essex through the CIF and Youth CIF (£9 million countywide) during the course of the four year programme.

3. Round 4 Results

The detailed results from both the CIF Round 4 and the Youth CIF for the three South Essex districts are shown in the Appendix to this report.  A summary of the results is given in the following tables.
