CONTACT POINT
The Contact Point data collection system, which came into operation in January 2009, was scrapped on 6 August.  The Government acknowledged the need for a system to be in place, but felt that Contact Point was disproportionate and costly.  It will be considering different approaches, with a view to establishing a new national ‘signposting’ service, to focus on helping child care practitioners find out whether another practitioner is working with, or has worked with, a child.  This will form part of the Munro review into child protection, which is due to report in 2011.
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
