Executive summary

Describe the main aims, objectives and purpose of the policy (or decision): 1. Purpose of Report

1.1 Essex County Council (ECC) established the Essex Climate Action Commission in May 2020 to set out a
roadmap in response to evidence that climate-change is the single, biggest issue facing Essex.

1.2 The Commission published its Interim Report in October 2020, which brought together their
recommendations from the meetings held to date on the following themes:

» Adapting to an already changing climate;

* Transport; and

» the Built Environment.

1.3 The Interim Report was welcomed by Cabinet on 24th November 2020. At that meeting, Cabinet agreed that
a more detailed and considered response to the Commission’s interim report was to go to Cabinet in early 2021,
which would include those recommendations that can be agreed as priorities to action and those which require a
more significant action plan to be developed, discussions with partners or a more detailed cost analysis.

1.4 This paper is ECC’s formal response to the Interim Report of the Climate Commission, recognising that work
in this space continues at pace and therefore the actions listed are not exhaustive.
