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Breast and Colorectal Screening and Survival rates

We have a good uptake in West Essex for both Breast and Bowel screening; both screening services are of high quality.

Generally the UK has issues with late presentation of cancer symptoms. Wets Essex GPS have participated in a national audit which it is hoped will identify the reasons for late presentation; these results will be available in March of this year.

In respect of Breast cancer PAH have been part of an NTAC project where women have the option to be tested during surgery to see if the cancer has already spread or not and if not avoid a second operation for an axillary clearance that is not necessary. 

There is no apparent reason that e are aware of for the low survival rate in year one. However if the Essex Overview and scrutiny group would like us to look at the data and to delve into these two pathways we will act upon this as soon as directed.
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
