Further to your recent enquiry on behalf of Essex County Council’s Health Overview & Scrutiny Committee – I am able to provide you with the following information as requested:-

Where are phlebotomy services provided in community settings in this area of Suffolk?
All NHS Suffolk practices working under a PMS or APMS contract are required to provide phlebotomy services to their patients.  This is normally provided from their own premises.  All GMS practices have the option of whether to provide phlebotomy services to their patients under a local enhanced service (LES).  Take up of this LES is variable across the county.  GMS practices not providing phlebotomy services are:  Ixworth, Market Cross Mildenhall, Rookery Newmarket, Howard House Felixstowe.

Also listed below are the additional locations where phlebotomy services are provided by acute units or Suffolk Community Healthcare:

West Suffolk Hospital

'Mobile' service provided by West Suffolk Hospital through a number of GP practice premises in the West (Ixworth, Stanton, Botesdale, Glemsford, Gt. Cornard, Woolpit, 5 Bury St Edmunds practices)

Ipswich Hospital

Newmarket General Hospital

Mildenhall Community Clinic

Walnutree Hospital, Sudbury

Brandon Community Clinic

Felixtowe MIU

Domiciliary services by District Nurse's where clinically indicated.
Phlebotomy is available to housebound patients being seen by the local health care teams.
Is audiology available outside of the acute hospital settings and if so, where?
There is no adult community provision however, for children if a baby is delivered in West Suffolk/Ipswich then new born hearing screening is at the hospital with any follow up in community/hospital clinics.  I’m afraid I am unable to advise if a baby is born in Colchester General.

All other audiology services for children are:

West Suffolk – service is delivered by community paediatricians from a development clinic.

East Suffolk – service is delivered by and at Ipswich Hospital.

Who manages the community hospitals in Sudbury (St Leonards and Walnutree Hospitals)?  Contact name of someone to liaise with about the plans for Sudbury.
