Lewis Trevellyan, who died in mid-March aged 92, had represented the Chalkwell Electoral Division from May 1989 until March 1998 when it became part of the newly-established unitary authority of Southend-on-Sea.

Members stood for a minute in silence in memory of their former colleagues.
24. The Sunday Times ‘Best Places to Work For’ Award
The Chairman, on behalf of the Council, congratulated Keir Lynch (Director for People and Transformation) and the Employee Communications and Engagement Team for their achievement in gaining recognition for the Council in The Sunday Times ‘Best Places to Work For’ accreditation survey. 33. Report of Overview and Scrutiny Issues

The report of Overview and Scrutiny Issues was received and adopted.
It was noted that in view of Councillor Kay Twitchen’s appointment as Vice-Chairman of the Council, the role of Lead Member for Scrutiny had now been assumed by Councillor J Aldridge.  Councillor Aldridge paid tribute to Councillor Twitchen’s success in developing effective scrutiny in the County and wished her well in her new position.

34. Questions to the Leader of the Council, Cabinet Members and Committee Chairmen

The Cabinet Member confirmed that work on the new school was likely to be delayed as a result of difficulties in achieving the associated land sale.
(ii) Greenways Care Home, Colchester (Councillors Mrs T M A Higgins and J Young of the Cabinet Member for Adults, Health and Community Wellbeing)

The Cabinet Member undertook to provide a written reply in due course.
(iii) Winter Service (Councillor C C Pond of the Cabinet Member for Highways and Transportation)
The Cabinet Member advised that he was due to receive the draft report on the outcome of the recent snow summit later this week and would circulate it to all Members as soon as it had been finalised.
(iv) Part Night Lighting (Councillor C C Pond of the Cabinet Member for Highways and Transportation)
The Cabinet Member stated that the part night lighting pilot schemes had been successful and he hoped to be in a position in the next month or so to bring forward proposals for future development.
(v) Recycled Kerbstones (Councillor Mrs S Barker of the Cabinet Member for Highways and Transportation)
The Cabinet Member confirmed that recycled kerbstones were being trialled in some parts of the County.  Their performance would be assessed against a number of criteria, including cost-effectiveness.
(vi) Publication delays (Councillor Mrs T M A Higgins of the Leader of the Council)

(1) By Councillor D Kendall of the Leader of the Council
Would you please provide the following information on the ‘Banking on Essex’ project, from when it first started up to 30 April 2010.  It would be helpful if the answer to each question could be given for each Borough / District Council:

1. How many loan applications have been submitted?

2. How many loan applications have been approved?

3. How many loan applications have been turned down?

4. How many loan applications are awaiting decision?

5. What is the value of the loans that have been approved?

6. How much money has the Council set aside for future loans?

7. How is this project going to be developed over the next 12 months?

How many loan applications have been submitted?

To date there have been 223 enquiries, but some of these did not progress their application.  There is no single figure for number of applications, as owing to the nature of the process the line between an enquiry and an application cannot be meaningfully defined.

It should be noted that although the branding and concept were announced as early as April 2009, the finalisation of arrangements with Santander did not take place until December 2009 (with the basic outline/operational agreement signed in June 2009). Since marketing and other promotional activity did not therefore commence until November/December 2009, overall performance should be judged from that time.

10 applications have been approved

How many loan applications have been turned down?

See answer to Q1 – unsuccessful loans are a combination of not eligible, customer not progressing, and declines.  Data from Santander is currently being updated to better report this.

How many loan applications are awaiting decision?

What is the value of the loans that have been approved?

£290,000

How much money has the Council set aside for future loans?

The original decision provided for us to use up to £50m of our cash resources that are normally invested in Treasury Management activities.

7.
How is this project going to be developed over the next twelve months?

We are currently conducting an analysis of customer and market information in order to ascertain how the market has changed, what SMEs are saying they need and what ECC and other public sector organisations can best achieve.  This work will also analyse Banking on Essex’s benefits and impacts so far in order to inform the project as it moves forward.

(2) By Councillor D Kendall of the Cabinet Member for Finance and Transformation Programme
The Debt Advisors working in the Citizens Advice Bureau offices across Essex provide a very valuable service, particularly during these difficult economic times.  What specific funding support is Essex County Council providing to the CAB to help ensure there are sufficient Debt Advisors available to meet the growing demand for debt advice from our residents?

Reply
ECC supports the Citizens Advice Bureau (CAB) in Essex with a core grant of £123k per annum, which is distributed to district bureaux on a per capita basis. In addition, ECC funds a number of initiatives and projects, including the Essex Benefits Plus ‘voucher scheme’ which enables certain benefit claimants to utilise assistance from the CAB in completing their benefit claims. This means that total funding from ECC varies from year to year, totalling £159,655 in 2008-09 and a provisional total of £180,297 in 2009-10.

The CAB offers fourteen areas of generalist advice as their core service, including debt advice. The nature of the ECC-CAB Service Level Agreement, however, does not prescribe how each bureau should spend its grant; rather, the grant is considered core funding, and each bureau is expected to provide a service that meets the needs of its locality.

Since the onset of the recession, ECC has been in dialogue with the CAB about how to meet the advice needs of Essex individuals and communities in the face of considerable social and economic difficulties. To this end, ECC undertook to support individual bureaux in dire financial need through the provision of extraordinary funding. In June 2009, Uttlesford CAB was awarded £10k to support its financial sustainability, whilst Harlow CAB was granted an additional £25k in December 2009 to support its relocation to new premises. This additional funding helped prevent the closure of the bureau in Harlow.

Whilst working closely with the CAB in Essex, ECC also recognises that there are a considerable number of other advice providers in the county, providing both generalist and specialist advice (including debt advice). This number has proliferated since the beginning of the recession. As a result, ECC has supported proposals brought forward by the CAB in summer 2009 to create of network or partnership of advice providers within Essex. It is envisaged that this network will enable multiple advice providers to work together in partnership to ensure, for example, quality standards and assured referrals, as well as collaborative working in grant funding and training. 

(3) By Councillor M Mackrory of the Cabinet Member for Highways and Transportation

Reply
Urban Unclassified Roads is the nearest approximation that ECC has available as an indication of the amount spend on residential roads. There are approximately 2860km of these and approximately 5160km of estate footways. 

The value of spend on the whole unclassified road and footway network is as follows:

During 2009/10, as part of the Essex Pledge, £10million of targeted investment was spent on the improvement of estate roads and footways in addition to the figures outlined above. This brought the total amount spent on roads and footpaths to £33,895,309 in 2009/10 from a previous total of £22,269,352 in 2008/9. 

With regard to the amount of money paid out in trip claims, £383,607 was paid out in 2008/9 and £37,818 was paid in 2009/10 although it should be noted that there are a number of claims which are outstanding. 

Maintenance is an ongoing priority for the County Council and there are a number of variable factors which affect the condition of the network. For example, in the last two years we have experienced two severe winters which have caused considerable damage to the network.  In response to this ECC has focused resources at a reactive level and increased investment in planned maintenance.  A grant of £2.1m from Central Government, issued to ECC in recognition of the winter damage, has contributed to this increased investment.  

The term satisfactory can be interpreted in a number of ways by different interest groups.  The interpretation ECC adheres to is the target level set as part of the monitored condition of the network.  We are aware of localised issues but in any assessment they can only form part of the countywide average.  With the increased investment we are confident that the 2010/11 targets will be met and the road condition will improve. 

Of the Urban unclassified roads around 8% of them are measured defective based on the course visual inspection survey.  The whole network takes two years to complete with 50% being assessed each year.  The target is to have less than a 14% defective network.  On this basis the estate roads are of a standard which is considered reasonable i.e. they comply with the level of service set by the authority.  

Between 2008/09 and 2009/10 ECC carried out a condition survey on 50% of the footways. Of these 16% were found to be defective as measured using a bespoke detailed visual inspection survey.  There are currently no national targets relating to footway condition but in the 2010/11 budget £3.2m has been set aside for lightly used footways. 

(4) By Councillor Mrs T M A Higgins of the Cabinet Member for Highways and Transportation
There has been a proliferation of ‘A’ boards in the town centres of both Colchester and Chelmsford.

The Access groups of both towns have repeatedly asked ECC for the guidelines; these were due to be produced some 18 months ago.  Despite the previous assurances, and even emails to the portfolio holder, I have received no guidelines.  Please could we know when these will be published?
Reply

Whilst this subject has not received priority attention since there is no injury evidence to justify such priority, we now intend to now take the matter forward with District and Borough Councils so that we can produce guidance based on the views of the local community.   

It is thought that a balance will need to be struck between the many different views on the subject. For example, a zero tolerance perspective would consider all A-Boards to be an unnecessary obstruction, particularly to the partially sighted or those with mobility problems.  Others however believe that A-Boards are of commercial value to shops and other small businesses and add to the general ambience of urban streets. 

 

Each District and Borough Council in its role as Planning Authority publishes an adopted Local Plan or Local Development Framework and an examination of available documents has shown that A-Boards are clearly restricted or banned under local planning policy in most Districts/Boroughs. One Local Authority issued a bylaw completely banning A-Boards in a particular area which was very successful and this may be the way forward, i.e. using local bylaws to deal with local problem areas. 

(5) By Councillor Mrs T M A Higgins of the Cabinet Member for Adults, Health and Community Wellbeing
Since some adult social services have been outsourced, residents are having to wait a long time to be assessed.  In one case the wait was 18 months to be assessed by an Occupational Therapist [OT].  The resident was given 48 hours notice of the visit, and then the person who turned up was not a qualified OT, so the whole process will have to be repeated.

Can the portfolio holder tell me how many OTs there are, and what is the average waiting time to be seen and assessed for adaptations to one’s property to support independent living?
Reply
Demographic changes and increasing numbers of older people living in unsuitable properties places an increasing demand on local authority OT services. Essex is no exception, and whilst we do perform well in relation to our comparator authorities, we want to make improvements to our services and have improvement activities already in place.

 

A key task for Social Care Direct is to risk assess and prioritise referrals according to their urgency and impact. Recent improvement activities have tended to focus on providing a variety of ‘fast track’ mechanisms which mean that once urgent needs that are critical to daily living have been assessed, they can be responded to through one the following means:  

· Rapid Response Technicians, 

· Mobile Occupational Therapy Assessment Service, 

· Independent Living Centre, 

· Telecare Equipment provision. 

The Rapid Response Technicians can, for example, provide equipment within four days of referral and current performance is 92% of equipment being provided within 7 days. If critical needs cannot be met by the fast track services social care staff are able to put in place care packages which can act as an alternative to equipment. This includes the reablement service used to support service users to regain independent living without the need for equipment

These changes mean that referrals to the mainstream OT service tend to be primarily for complex cases. Service users may have received some initial support through the fast track service but require the expertise of an OT to assess complex adaptations or major pieces of work. The risk assessment will have assessed the service user’s needs as not critical to daily living but nonetheless important to improving their daily life. Throughout this period it is standard practice for the social care staff to maintain regular contact with individuals waiting for their visit in order to ensure that their circumstances and needs have not changed.

 

ECC currently has 51 OTs employed in Self-Directed Support Practitioner roles across the county who lead teams including Self-Directed Support Facilitators who have a background in OT. Significant improvements have already been made using the fast track services outlined above and the next phase of our improvement work will be to develop a new way of working which will enable OTs to respond to increasing demand and improve the assessment time for complex adaptations. I am informed that the Community Wellbeing and Older People's scrutiny committee have chosen to investigate and review this issue to support the service in developing sustainable solutions to this challenging area of work. 

With regard to the specific case that you refer to, if you are willing to provide further details I would be keen to investigate this with my officers and come back to you.
