Current scope of the Executive Scrutiny Committee:

I. To consider call in decisions

II. To scrutinise the financial arrangements of the Council including considering the budget and accounting processes, the External Auditors’ Annual Report and the Head of Internal Audit’s Annual Report and Plan.

III. To oversee governance issues.

IV. To scrutinise overall performance against the Corporate Plan.

V. To scrutinise any area of the Council’s service provision or performance deemed appropriate by the Committee, particularly those areas which affect the whole Council, save that it cannot scrutinise any issue which a Policy and Scrutiny Committee has scrutinised in the immediately preceding 12 months without the agreement of the Scrutiny Board. 

VI. In relation to (ii), (iii), (iv) and (v) above, to report and make recommendations to the Cabinet or Council as appropriate. 

N.B. Proposed changes to the Executive Scrutiny Committee Terms of reference are currently being considered to be put to Full Council in October 2009. These changes relate to the establishment of a separate Audit Committee and Executive Scrutiny Committee. The changes to item (ii) above to read:
